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The Takaoka Mikurumayama Festival is a spring festival held on May 1st every year at
Takaoka Sekino Shrine and is designated as both an important tangible and intangible
folk cultural property of only five in the country.

It is said that Takaoka Mikurumayama began when Toshiie Maeda took over the Imperial
carriage used by Hideyoshi TOYOTOMI to welcome Emperor Goyosei to Jurakudai in
1588, and Toshinaga Maeda was given to the townspeople in 1609 to build Takaoka
Castle.



Seven gorgeous Mikurumayama, decorated with excellent traditional craft techniques
such as Takaoka goldsmiths and lacquerworkers, will tour the center of the old city with
elegant musical accompaniment.At noon on the same day, all seven of them gathered in
one place, and the scene of the ceremony was overwhelming.

Be sure to take a look at one of the most spectacular floats in Japan, captivated by its

beautiful and vivid colors!
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Onnaishi and Tateyama mountain range beyond the sea are truly scenic spots.

The view of the mountains with a height of 3,000 meters across the sea is a superb view that
is hard to see in the world.

Rainy beach is a scenic spot linked to Manyo.

Manyo no Iemori OTOMO loved this sunny landscape so much that he composed many
songs. The beautiful scenery remains the same as before, and the magnificent view of the
3,000-meter-class Tateyama mountain range over Toyama Bay is exceptional.lt's
breathtaking beauty.

"Gikyo-iwa," which is said to have waited for the shower to clear while MINAMOTO no
Yoshitsune fell to Oshu, is also the origin of the place name "Umaharu."

The beach has been selected as one of the 100 best beaches in Japan, one of the 100 best
beaches in white sand and one of the 88 best beaches in Japan.Why don't we go to the rocky
